Director’s Report
Weekly Monday Storytime in May had light attendance. The first two sessions in June had 17 attendees each, as the local childcare center is bringing in a group. Linda and Mark continue to alternate hosting Storytime. Total circulation in May was 906, with 400 visits to the library, 4 new patrons, and 54 items added to the collection. Summer Reading programming has been moved to the SCF Elementary School during the month of June. The Polk County Board approved the Library Service Plan committee’s revised 5-Year Plan on May 20th. There still seems to be confusion amongst the public and Board members regarding library funding. More work will need to be done in the future to get libraries the money they deserve. Leann attended a Zoom information session on the MORE Library Passport program on May 22nd. The program started June 1st, and patrons have been coming in for their Passports and stickers. Leann continues to submit a weekly column to the Osceola Sun (also available to read on the library’s website) and host Polk County Library Director’s Zoom sessions. During the summer months, the Zoom sessions are more sparsely attended.
